18. Method of Dialogue
 حِوار To have conversation
Allah asked, “O Iblîs! What prevented you from prostrating to what I created with My Own Hands? Did you just become proud? Or have you always been arrogant?” surah saad:75
Allah swt is emphasising on how he honours Adam (as) by making him with his own hands then blowing his (Allah)’s spirit in him.
He replied, “I am better than he is: You created me from fire and him from clay.” 76
Shaytan thought something made from fire it better than something made from clay. Allah swt created Adam(as) with his own hands for that reason clay became honourable and escalated.  
Fire burns and turn everything to ashes. Clay is versatile, it is a centre for a lot of things.

Allah commanded, “Then get out of Paradise, for you are truly cursed. 77
رَجِيمٌ to stone
And surely upon you is My condemnation until the Day of Judgment.” 78
لَعنت curse, to be cursed from Allah’s blessing
Acording to scholars there are three different used in the Quran for the time period shaytaan asked from Allah swt
3 styles for the same topic: 1st—the day of judgement 2nd—the day of resurrection3rd—the time well know      

Satan appealed, “My Lord! Then delay my end until the Day of their resurrection.” 79
Shytaan believed in Allah swt and the day of judgment but he then became disobedient.
Allah said, “You will be delayed. 80

until the appointed Day.” 81
Only Allah swt know of this day

Satan said, “By Your Glory! I will certainly mislead them all, 82 
Prophets are sent down to human and jin, there are 2 type of jin, believer and nonbeliever. Ref: surah ArRahmaan, Surah Jin

19.Method of enticement and intimidation.

In the Quran wherever Jannah is mention hell is mention too, wherever there is mention of good people, bad people are mentioned too.

We cautioned, “O Adam! Live with your wife in Paradise and eat as freely as you please, but do not approach this tree, or else you will be wrongdoers.” Surah Baqarah:35
زوج this words is used both husband or wife.
According to scholar 1st Jannah means a real Jannah which is full of all the blessing, where one will not feel hungry, thirst (ref: surah taha 117-119. 2nd a special beautiful garden

Learning point: There is no mentions of what type of tree it was, if it is was necessary Allah swt had mentioned it but its not so don’t waste time and energy of thing which are not important. Its more important to get the lesson.

20.Method of comparison, contrast and discord
تقابُل comparison between two things
We said, “Descend all of you! Then when guidance comes to you from Me, whoever follows it, there will be no fear for them, nor will they grieve. Surah Baqarah:38
Allah swt is referring to Adam, Hawa(as) and Iblis.
Believer will be people of Janah 

But those who disbelieve and deny Our signs will be the residents of the Fire. They will be there forever.” Surah Baqarah:39
كَذَّبُو telling lie, to deny People of Hell.

21.Method of hinting and hidden reference
Here is two type of style is used

اِشَارَةُٱلخفيه hidden reference
Then his Lord chose him for His grace, accepted his repentance, and guided him rightly. Surah taha:122
اجتبا to select someone for there goodness, or good habits; hidden qualities

22.Method of Metaphor
مجاز non realistic 
But Satan whispered to him, saying, “O Adam! Shall I show you the Tree of Immortality and a kingdom that does not fade away?” surah taha:120
Shaytaan is an agent of falsehood. 

According to scholar Allah swt create a creation which had a beginning and die too and shaytaan offer them something which is not really

23.Method of violence and cruelty
عنف violence with intensity
قسوة harshness-- 
Allah commanded, “Then get out of Paradise, for you are truly cursed. Surah sad:77
Allah is fair and justice. Allah’s Asma ul Husna don’t clash with each other. Iblis and Adam(as) will not have the same end.

And surely upon you is My condemnation until the Day of Judgment.” Surah sad:78

24.Method of delicacy/tenderness and softness
Then Adam was inspired with words ˹of prayer˺ by his Lord,1 so He accepted his repentance. Surely He is the Accepter of Repentance, Most Merciful. Surah Baqarah:37
اللّين softness
رقٌة gentle, soft-hearted Ref: beginning of 7th Juzz story about Najashi and his courter
A believer is soft hearted

25.Method of calm intellectual persuasion
اقناع persuasion—a process in which one person try to influence another person or group
Allah said, “Descend, both of you, from here together with Satan as enemies to each other. Then when guidance comes to you from Me, whoever follows My guidance will neither go astray in this life nor suffer in the next. Surah taha:123
Allah swt is referring two groups 1st Adam and Hawa(as) and 2nd shaytan
 Once the Quran enter and effect the heart of the believer, it gives he/she peace of heart.  

26.Method of interpretation after the ambiguity.
ابهام un-Clear, un certainty
But whoever turns away from My Reminder will certainly have a miserable life, then We will raise them up blind on the Day of Judgment.” Surah taha:124
ضنكا un happy state of the grave, restlessness
Learning point: closeness to the Quran gives peace to the heart and spirt.

They will cry, “My Lord! Why have you raised me up blind, although I used to see?” surah taha:125
They will be raised blind because they spent their life like a blind person even though they could see the guidance from Allah swt

Allah will respond, “It is so, just as Our revelations came to you and you neglected them, so Today you are neglected.” Surah taha:126
This is how We reward whoever transgresses and does not believe in the revelations of their Lord. And the punishment of the Hereafter is far more severe and more lasting. surah taha:127
Two qualities of the punishment of the akhira(end)
  1st very hard and 2nd ever lasting 

27. method of choosing between two answers.
Allah asked, “O Iblîs! What prevented you from prostrating to what I created with My Own Hands? Did you just become proud? Or have you always been arrogant?” surah saad:75
Ref: Muhammad(saw) called Aisha(ra) and asked her to choose between life of this world of life of the hereafter. Surah Ahzaab

28. Method of explanation/justification/clarification stating the reason
He replied, “I am better than he is: You created me from fire and him from clay.” Surah saad:76
Shaytan is giving justification of his disobedience. 

29. Method of request
Satan appealed, “My Lord! Then delay my end until the Day of their resurrection.” Surah saad:79

30. Method of answering the request
Allah said, “You will be delayed surah saad:80
until the appointed Day.” Surah saad:81
Allah swt mention in various places in the Quran that I answer the call/request of my people.

Learning Point: Only Allah swt know when the appointed day is, but we have to prepare ourselves for it.
