Objectives of Surah Nuh.
· غرس   غ ر س to water, to plant

1. "فى فطرة الأبناء و الأسرة" monotheism in the nature and desire of our children and family.
2. "بضوابط الوَلَاء و البَرَاء و حدوده" introduce our children, rules and limits of الوَلاء والبَرَاء.
Friendship and enemy for the sake of Allah swt
Muhammad (saw) said to Aiesha(ra) I can not protect you on 3 times.
Muhammad(saw) said even if my daughter Fatima(ra) had stolen something the rule would have been the same for her too, her hands would have been cut off.
On the day of judgement only those people will be eligible for Muhammad(saw) recommendation who are pious. 
On the day of Judgment some people will try to come forward toward Muhammad(saw) but angles will stop them so they can’t get close to him(saw), Muhammad(saw) will say “they are my followers,” the angles will say” you don’t know how they corrupted the religion after you.” Sahih Muslim
3. "فى نفوس الأبناء و الأسرة" strength and purify obedience of Allah swt in the soul of our children and family.
4. "الآباء و الأمهات" to pray for our mother and father.
5. Introduced the children to higher level of trust in Allah swt.
6. Reminding our children about prophets and righteous people to increase their trust and faith in Allah swt.
7. "فى نفوس الأبناء و الأسرة" to connect to Allah swt by seeding and water the his(swt)’s greatness
غ ر س to plant
8. "بأهمية الاستعداد لليوم الأخر" to enlighten the importance of preparing for the last day.
9. "تَعْويد الأبناء علي التفكر في خلق اللّٰه" to familiarize and exercise with our children about Allah swt’s creation.
10. فى نفوس الأبناء و الأسرة" make habit of “الاستغفار” in our daily life.
11. توجيه أنظار الأبناء الي من هو دونهم في الدنيا، وان لا ينظرو الي من هو فوقهم الا في أمور الدين directing the attention of children to those who are below them (less fortune) in this world, and not to look at those who are above them except in the matter of religion.

Surah Nuh

Scholars say Nuh(as) was patient for the sake of Allah swt and for the purpose of Dawah. 
Scholars also say during the period he was preaching he really worked on 2 things Patient and insisting on Dawah.
 
Verse 1,2: Nuh (as) is sent as messenger, a Da’i(missionary), he warns people for the day of judgment.
Verse 3: Submission to Allah(swt), Taqwah(fear of Allah(swt), following the prophet.
Verse 4: Glade tiding, he was a warner but he was tender.
Verse 5,8,9,10: 3 points of Dawaah: day and night, privately, publicly and telling 
Verse 6,7: Reaction of the nations: Ignorance, running away, covering their ears and face.
Verse 10,11,12: Key to Allah(swt)’s mercy is, to repent to him, for he is all forgiving
Verse 13-16: Pay attention, there are signs of creator all around us. توحيد رَبُّوبِيت)
Learning point: Today everything is being research and proven by the science and technology which was introduced by Nuh(as).

Verse 17-20: Stages of human creation and death, and how he created the earth for us.
Verse 21-25: Nuh(as)’s Plea to Allah swt; their disobedience, their love of worldly things and worshiping idols. They were drowned for their actions(sins).
Abul Bin Abbas quotes: The idols they were worshiping were the pious people of their nation, but they died shaytaan put a thought in their mind to make statues of them and name them after their names, so you may come spend time with them when you think of them. These statues were worshiped in Makkah as well.
People of that nation didn’t just start to worshiping the idols but gradually after generation and lack of knowledge, shaytaan came to the people again and deceived them into worshiping idols, saying” you for fathers used to worship them too.

Nuh(as) and his nation will before Allah swt. Allah swt will ask O Nuh did you convey my message to them, Nuh(as) will reply” yes, I did.” Allah swt will direct to the nation of Nuh(as) and ask, “did Nuh convey my message to you,” they will reply “they will deny.”
Allah swt will ask Nuh(as) if he have any witness, Nuh(as) will reply “yes, Muhammad and his nation.” Then Muhammad(saw) and his nation will give their testimonial.  Hadith 

Verse 26-28: Nuh(as) prayer to Allah swt to not leave any disbeliever on the earth, be it even his disbeliever children or his nation.
