pain and fever

first supplication 
Usman Ibn Abu Al-Aas   narrated: I felt pain in my body and
so I told the Messenger of Allah   to which he said," place

your hand wherever it hurts and to say, "In the name of Allah "

thrice and say this supplication seven times," I seek refuge with

Allah and through his power and help from this pain that ails

me or I fear,may ail me."  ( Muslim)

2. Supplication for any kind of eye 's illness

I blow with the name of Allah " o Allah take away the heat,cold

and pain"  (Nisai, Ibn majah,Hakim) 





Third. Supplication for fever
" I seek  health by saying the name of Allah who is the

Greatest. I seek refuge with Allah ,who is the Greatest, from

impulsive evil and to evil of the heat of the  Fire"
(Hakim ,Ibn Shaibah,from Abbas  )










Fourth: Supplication for any wounds or acne
When anyone has a wound on their body or acne, take your

index finger, lick it, touch it to the ground and rub it on the
wound while reciting, "I take blessing with the name of Allah.
This is the dirt from the ground that has spit on it so that our
illness heals only by the will of our Lord."



Fifth, Supplication of when any one is severly sick
If any one severly sick or ill  he should not yearn or wish for
death, instead pray with these words" O Allah give me life when

it is best for me and give me death when it is best for me "
 ( Bukhari, Muslim, Abu Dawud)




261. Blowing of angel Jibraeel 
Abu Sa'eed Al-Khudri    narrated: Once Jibareel   came to
the Prophet of Allah   (When he was ill). He said, 'Do you
have a complaint, Muhammad?' The Prophet   affirmed that
he was ill, Jibraeel   made this supplication and breathed
over the Prophet , " In the name of Allah, I blow on you from

everything that can harm you, from the evil of every soul or

jealous eye. May Allah heal you. In the name of Allah, I blow on
you."    (Muslim)

262. Blowing of the Messenger of Allah   
Ayesha   has said when the Prophet   had an illness he

would breath on himself, reciting the Mu'awwidhatain, (Al-Falaq

and An-Nas ), and wiped his body with his right hand. When he

suffered from the pain of which he died, I would blow on him

and recite the Mu'awwidhatain, as he did, and would take the

Prophet's  hand to wipe over his body.               (Bukhari, Muslim)
