Umme Salmah   narrated: The Messneger of Allah   

came to our house at the time of the death of Abu Salmah

 . He closed Abu Salmah's   eyes and said, "When the

deceased's soul leaves their body, their eyes follow it." The

family of Abu Salmah   began to cry upon hearing this and
so the Messenger of Allah   said, "Say good tings about your
deceased because the angels are saying 'Ameen' to whatever
you say." Then the Messenger of Alla h  said this

supplication (for Abu Salmah  ): "Oh Allah! Forgive Abu

Salmah and increase his status amongst the righteous people

and bless his family with another like him. O Lord of the

Heavens! Forgive us and him and fill the deceased's grave

with light and make it wide for him."     (Muslim)

269. Method of performing the funeral prayer 

according to the Sunnah
1.It is an obligatory duty for a deceased Muslim to be given a

funeral prayer.

2.It is an important right of the deceased for the living to carry

out. There is no Ruku or Sajood in the prayer. 

3.The funeral prayer can contain four or five to nine takbeeraat;

each method is proven by the Sunnah of the Prophet of Allah

 , with the prayer with four takbeeraat having the most

aunthentic Ahadeeth to support it. (Bukhari,Nisai)

4.After the first takbeer, recite Surah Fatiha (an additional

Surah can also be recited)          (Bukhari,Nisai)

5. After the second takbeer, recite Darood-e-Ibrahim. (Behqi)

6.After the third takbeer, make supplication for the forgiveness

of the deceased (you will find these supplications on the

coming pages)  

7.After the fourth takbeer, end the funeral prayer with Salam.



270. Benefits for attending funeral prayer

'keerat' of rewards, and the person that attends the funeral and
stays till the burying of the deceased, he recieves two 'keerat' of
rewards." Then the Companions 




 expressed," Oh

Messenger of Allah   what does 'keerataan' mean?" To this

the Messenger of Allah   replied, "Two 'keerat' of rewards is

equivalent to two big mountains".  (Bukhari)









271.Supplication for the deceased in  the funeral

Abu Hurairah   narrated : The Messenger of Allah  recite
this supplication in funeral prayer "O Allah! Forgive our living
and our dead, those who are with us and those who have
passed away, our young and our old, our menfolk and our
womenfolk. O Allah! whomever you give life among us, give him
life in Islam, and whomever you take away from us, take him
away in faith. O Allah! Do not forbid us from their reward and do
not send us astray after them."

 272. Second supplication
Auf bin Malik   narrated:  At a funeral The Messenger of

Allah  recited a supplication which I memorised and had

been recited as such: "O Allah! Forgive this servant of Yours,

and have mercy on him, and give him strength and pardon

him. Be generous to him, and cause his entrance to be wide,

and wash him with water, ice and hail. Cleanse him of his

transgressions as white cloth is cleansed of stains. Grant him a

better abode in the Hereafter than the abode of this world, and

a family better than he has known, and a better spouse than

the spouse here. Take him into Paradise and save him from

the punishment of the grave and punishment of Hell fire."

 273. Third supplication

O Allah do not deprive him of
rewards and do not test us after this" (Hakim)

278. First Supplication for visiting the graveyard
Buraidah   narrated: Whenever people would be going to

the graveyard, the Messenger of Allah would teach them this
supplication for visiting graves: "Peace be upon you, the



dwellers of these abodes, the truthful believers and Muslims!

Allah willing, we are going to join you too. We pray to Him and

beseech Him for peace and safety for ourselves and for you".
