Abdullah bin Umar 1> narrated: Rarely would it be that the

Messenger of AIIah*&’_} would rise from a gathering without

supplicating for himself and his companions in the following
way,"O Allah! Grant us so much fear of You as obstructs us
from disobedience to You (so that our steps do not go towards
disobedience from fear of You) and grant us so much

obedience and worship, by virtue of which, You may send us to
Paradise ( and they become a means to our entry into

Paradise). And give us so much of belief in fate and decree as
makes the worldly hardship light for us. And let us use our ears,
eyes and other senses and organs as long as You keep us
alive. (So that until) we die with benefit from Your favours and
blessings (of the eyes, ears and so on) and retain them even



after we die (so that we leave behind such things and deeds as
are useful even after we are no more). And (O Owner and
Protector!) let us retaliate against him who oppresses us (Your
believing slaves) And help us display enemity against them
(and give us an upper hand against him) And let not misfortune
befall us in our religion (and protect us from religious problems
and trials) And do not make the world our chief purpose and
limit our sight. And (O Allah!) do not set him over us as authority
who does not show mercy to us".

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308. Request for remembrance, gratitude and

submission

Abdullah Ibn Abbas w4 narrated: The Prophet of Allah
used to supplicate Allah: "My Lord! Help me and do not give

&

help against me; grant me victory, and do not grant victory over

me; plan on my behalf and do not plan against me; guide me,
and make guidance easy for me; grant me victory over those
who act wrongfully towards me; O Allah! make me grateful to

Thee, mindful of Thee, full of fear towards Thee, devoted to
Thy obedience, humble before Thee, or penitent. My Lord,
accept my repentance, wash away my sin, answer my
supplication, clearly establish my evidence, guide my heart,
make true my tongue and draw out malice in my breast."

him pray two supererogatory prayer (two rak’ah naafilah) of

prayer and then supplicate:

"O Allah, | seek the counsel of Your knowledge, and | seek
the help of Your omnipotence, and | beseech Your magnificient
grace. Verily You are capable and | am not. You know and |
know not, and You are the Knower of the Unseen. O Allah!

Surely You know, so if this affair (then mention the need) is
good for me, in my religion, and in my life, and for my welfare in
the life to come, then decree and facilitate it for me, and bless
me with it, and if You know this affair to be ill for me towards my
religion, my life, and my end, then remove it from me and
remove me from it , and decree for me what is good wherever it
be and make me satisfied with such.”
