203.Supplication for Ahram
Before donning the twin pieces of unsewn cloth (Ahram) used

for performing Hajj or Umrah, one should praise Allah and then

express his intentions to perform Hajj or Umrah as the case

may be and then recite, Talbiah.

  recited Talbiah with these words, " Ever at Your service, O
Allah! Ever at Your service. Ever at  Your Service, You have no
partner, Ever at Your service. Verily  all praise, blessings and

dominions are Yours. You have no partner.     (Bukhari)

Note; Men should recite talbiah in a louder voice and women in

a softer voice 

204.Supplication for entering in Makkah

Mukaramah
It is best to read the supplication, that you would recite when

entering any city, while you enter Makkah  Mukaramah.

205. Supplication for entering the boundary of
Al-Haram
None has the right to be worshipped except Allah alone,

without partner. To Him belongs all sovereignty and praise and

He is over all things omnipotent.

206. Supplication for entering the sanctuary of
Al-Haram
There is no specific supplication for entering the sanctuary of
Haram related to the Messenger of Allah   for this occasion.

Hence one should supplicate the way one does while entering

any other masjid.

208. Supplication for Astalaam of Hajr-e-Aswad
(kissing your hand after touching the Black Stone)

Abdullah Bin Umar 
  narrated: When ever  the Messenger

of Allah came to the ka'bah ( for Tawaf) He would  do
Astlaam of Hajr-e-Aswad and say " In the name of Allah, Allah
is the Greatest." (musnad Ahmed)

Second supplication.
Abdullah Bin Abbas 


 narrated: The Messenger of Allah

performed Tawaf while sitting on a camel. Whenever he would

approach the Hajr-e-Aswad, using whatever was in his hand,

he would point towards the Stone and say "Allah is the

Greatest."   (Bukhari)




209. Supplication to make near
Rukun-e-Yamaani
In the name of Allah, and Allah is the greatest. O Allah! I beg
You for forgiveness and well being in this world and the
hereafter."  (Ibn Majah)         





210. Supplication while passing between

Rukun-e-Yamaani and Hajr-e-Aswad:
Abdullah Bin saib   narrated that he heard the Messenger of
Allah   recite these words while passing between
Rukun-e-Yamani and Hajr-e-Aswad; "O our Lord! Grant us the
best in this life and the best in the hereafter, and protect us from
the punishment of the Fire. " 




211. Supplication for tawaf( going around ka'bah)
No specific supplication is proven for recitation while going

around the Ka'bah. However, the following is preferred. "Glory

be to Allah, All praise is to Allah, there is no god but Allah.

There is no power and no strength except in Allah."




212. Two rakah prayer for Tawaaf
After Tawaaf recite the verse,"And make, [O believers], the
standing place of Abraham a place of prayer. (A l-Baqarah:125)   And
then, offer two rakat prayer. In those two rakat the Prophet of

Allah  recited the surah Qul yaa aiyyuhal Kafiroon (surah

Al-Kafiroon) and  surah Qul hu-Allahu Ahad (Surah Al-Ikhlas).  

(Muslim)

It  is the Prophet's  practice to supplicate near the spot

called "Multazim" (Abu Dawud) 

However, no specific supplication is recommended.






In the Ka'bah
It is the Sunnah of Prophet   to offer two rak'at of prayer, in

the Ka'bah, followed by supplications asking for forgiveness of

one's sins and mistakes and praise Allah in each of the four
corners of ka'bah. Hateem is a half circle wall which is a part of
the Ka'abah. Anyone who wish to pray inside the Ka'abah,
should pray in the Hateem.                                  (Bukhari)    





213. Supplication for leaving the Al-Haram
There is no specific supplication related to the Messenger of

Allah  for this occasion. Hence one should supplicate the

way one does while exiting any other masjid.

214. Supplication before drinking Zum Zum
There is no special supplication that you would recite before

drinking the Zum Zum water as there is no proof of the

Messenger of Allah   doing so.

Jabir Bin Abdullah   narrated that he heard the Messenger

of Allah   said," Drinking the Zum Zum water ,for any

purpose, or wish, will make  come true."  ( Ibn Majah)



215.Supplication for Sa'ee
Indeed, Safa and Marwah are among the symbols of Allah.

After (reciting the verse), the Prophet   said," I begin Sa'ee

from the very Safa mentioned in this verse by Allah."

Prophetof Allah  came to ( the hill of) Safa and ascended it

to the point from where Ka'bah could be seen. He then

stopped and with his face turned towards Ka'bah, occupied

himself with the praise and glorification of the Lord.    

"None has the right to be worshipped except Allah alone,

without partner. To Him belongs all sovereignty and praise and

He is over all things omnipotent. None has the right to be

worshipped except Allah alone. He fulfilled His promise, aided

His Servant and single-handedly defeated the allies.’

(Muslim)

216. Supplication for walking  in between As-Safa
and Al-Murwah.There is no special supplication related

from the Prophet  while walking between Safa and Marwah,
yet Ali bin Abu Talib  , Abdullah bin Umar   and Abdullah
bin Masud   related  this supplication,

honourable and most generous.     (Abi shaybah)

Also recite any dua from the Quran and Hadith.
